RESOLUTION 2016-020

FOR APPROVAL OF NEW YORK STATE
DEPARTMENT OF AG AND MARKETS FARMLAND
PROTECTION GRANT PROGRAM

WHEREAS, the New York State Department of Agriculture and Markets invites proposals for
Farmland Protection Implementation Projects; and

WHEREAS, New York State provides funding for the protection of valuable farmland through
the Farmland Protection Implementation Program; and

WHEREAS, the Finger Lakes Land Trust has agreed to apply to the state program on behalf
of Brock Acres and to hold, monitor and enforce the conservation easement, should the
project be funded; and

WHEREAS, the Town of East Bloomfield values the contributions and protection of
agriculture in the County and recognizes the important opportunity the New York State
Farmland Protection Implementation Program provides for farmers across the state;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, the Town of East Bloomfield supports the
application of Brock Acres for the New York State Farmland Protection Implementation
Program, and be it further

Audit: MacMillan reported that the 2015 Internal Audit by Raymond Wagers office has
been completed. The Town is awaiting a written report of the Audit Results.

Buildings and Grounds: Hall presented the Board with a written quote from SDC
Contractors for replacing the Town Hall front Door. Hall reported that some of the Monuments
at Elton Park have cracks in them and need to be repaired. Hall would like to get in touch with
the Grant Writers to see if there is a Grant available to pay for the cost of the repairs.
Discussion was held. Hall reported that Veterans Park is scheduled for cleaning on April 15"
and 16™. Discussion was held. Hall reported that there will be 3 to 4 programs running at
Veterans Park at the same time: A Soccer Clinic, Bloomfield Youth Soccer, Bloomfield Youth
Baseball, and Bloomfield Youth Fast Pitch Softball. Discussion was held. Hall reported that he
will get in touch with Jay Helker from Bloomfield Youth Baseball, letting him know that the
Town needs a Certificate of Liability Insurance, naming the Town as Additionally Insured, and a
$50.00 Refundable Security Deposit before they can use the fields at Veterans Park.
Discussion was held. Motion was made by Mitchell, seconded by Fessner, to authorize the
expenditure of $6,488.27 to SDC Contractors to replace the Front Door of the Town Hall.
Discussion was held. Motion Approved: Ayes 4 (Fessner, Mitchell, Hawkins, and MacMillan)
Nays 0 Hall reported that he installed a one way film on the window that looks into the Court
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Chambers. Hall reported that the Court has some security issues, as was reported in the 2014
Safety Audit. Discussion was held. Gochenaur reported that on March 18, 2016 a safety check
of all Panic Buttons was conducted at the Town Hall. Gochenaur reported that all Panic
Buttons were in working order.

HIGHWAY: Fessner reported that the Highway Department will be moving the Soccer Goals
from the school to Veterans Park before Saturday April 2, 2016. Discussion was
held.

IT/Technology: Nothing to report.

INSURANCE: Mitchell reported that the Town is just getting started with the Insurance
Renewal Preparation Process.

PARKS and RECREATION: Nothing to report.

WATER/SEWER VILLAGE OF BLOOMEFIELD: Nothing to report.

PERSONNEL: Nothing to report.

COMMUNICATIONS: Macmillan reminded the Board that the Comprehensive Plan First reading is
due April 11, 2016.

ROUND TABLE- OTHER BUSINESS: Bernard reported that there is a New Law being presented in
the Legislature in regards to Ethics Laws. The Town of East Bloomfield’s Ethics Law right now is
$75.00 for a Vendor to come in and buy the workers something (coffee, donuts). The proposed
change by Governor Cuomo’s Office is to lower that to $25.00 per year. Bernard reported that if the
proposed New Law passes the Town will have to update their Ethics Law Policy. Discussion was held.

Jim Granville asked if
the Water Survey for Water Districts #1, and #2, that was to be completed by March 18, 2016
produced any results.
